Learning

At Archway, learning is about sparking curiosity
and nurturing growth. High expectations,
excellent teaching and constructive feedback
help students achieve while also developing the
skills to thrive in the wider world. Because every
child learns differently, we use a relational
approach to teaching. We adapt lessons to meet
individual needs, building on students’ strengths
and supporting them where it matters most. 
In Key Stage 3, students explore a wide range of
subjects, building teamwork, creativity and
critical thinking. By Key Stage 4, they follow
personalised pathways that match their interests
and ambitions, supported by expert teaching
and careers advice.

Inclusion is at the heart of our ethos.
Students with SEND are supported to
take a full part in school life, with
specialist help where needed. Our
Learning Support team works
relationally with each young person,
recognising their strengths and
adapting approaches so they can
access the curriculum fully. Tailored
interventions and individual guidance
ensure that every student makes
progress, feels understood and is
proud of their achievements.

We make the move to Archway
smooth and welcoming. Staff visit
local primary schools to build early
connections, and new students enjoy
taster days and induction activities.
Year 7s start a day ahead of the rest
of the school, giving them time to
settle in, make friends and feel part
of Archway from the very beginning.
Students who join later in the year
are carefully supported by pastoral
staff and buddies to ensure they
quickly feel at home.

Archway offers a complete
seven-year journey. Our vibrant
Sixth Form provides a wide range
of A-Level and BTEC courses,
dedicated study spaces and
expert guidance for the future.
Students enjoy greater
independence, while also acting
as leaders and role models across
the school - showing younger
students what aspiration and
achievement look like.
